Current Business
Arnold Rotary is looking

for a new place to display
their flags due to the Car-
dinal Inn closing. Chair-
man Glen Bowers said
that Rotary made a re-
quest to display their flags
in the community center
meeting room, but has
withdrawn the request
and is now considering
the library.

The board reconsidered
putting up a stockade
fence on the east and
south side of the recycling
trailer and dumpsters on
West Washington Avenue.
Consideration came at
the request of a resident.
Along with the initial

cost, board members
agreed that snow and ice
build-up will be an issue
with the fence; instead,
they will look into the op-
tion of planting trees or
shrubs to obscure the
area.

Golf Cart Ordinance
The clerk reported that

the Custer County Sher-
iff’s office contacted her
to see if there is an ordi-
nance on the books to
allow residents to drive
golf carts on village
streets. She reported that
at this time there is not.
Board members directed
the clerk to contact the
village’s attorney to draft
an ordinance. It was men-
tioned that an ordinance
was passed several years
ago to allow ATVs on the
streets, but didn’t include
golf carts.

A Neb. Rev. Stat. was re-
cently amended and be-
came effective on August
30, 2015, and as
amended, allows a city or
village to adopt an ordi-
nance authorizing the op-
eration of golf cart
vehicles on streets within
the corporate limits of the
city or village, provided
the ordinance includes
certain restrictions. These
restrictions follow:

The operation of the golf
cart is:

• Between sunrise and
sunset.

• On streets with a
posted speed limit of 35
mph or less.

• The operator shall not
operate the vehicle at a
speed in excess of 20
mph.

• Not operated on any
state or federal highway,
except to cross a portion
of the highway.

Persons driving a golf
cart follow the same laws
as those driving a motor
vehicle, including pos-
sessing a driver’s license.

In other business, the
board:

• Accepted a quote for
removal and replacement
of the overhead doors at
the street shop from Ac-
cent Building Products,
and approved issuing a
check for 50 percent
down.

• Approved Ordinance
No. 427 to adopt the
budget statement to be
termed the annual appro-
priation bill; to appropri-
ate sums for necessary
expenses and liabilities;
to provide for an effective
date.

• Approved Ordinance
426 setting salaries.

• Tabled  Ordinance 428
for the revision of electri-
cal rates charged for serv-
ice from the village.

• Approved a request
from Mrs. Moninger for
the use of two park
benches from now until
December for the One-Act
play.
